Thinning Prescriptions

A written prescription identifies the desired
condition and the type of treatment.

A Designates which trees to cut or leave

Wherever you find healthy gamble oak or aspen, try to release them by removing the conifers around them. Minimize
damage to aspen and oak by marking single conifers within the group or conifers that would cause damage to the
desired leave trees if harvested.
